The phrase is an expansioneétortation of
King David’'s general Joab before battle, “Be strang let us
summon up our strengthdzak v'nithazzgkor the sake of our
people and the towns of our God” (2 Samuel 10:12).

Recitation of this phrase on completing a book ofah reflects the
transformation of an exhortation to physical, raitit prowess into a
wish for spiritual strength. This custom is fir&arly seen in 19
century Germany, where the briefer forbdzak v’nithazzak
(vocalized exactly as in the Bible_ was addressdtie person who
held the final aliyah of each book. Earlier, congtons would
simply exclaim, Hazak (Be strong!)S'fardimalso used to follow
the latter custom; but nowadays they s&laZak u-varukhi (Be
strong and blessed!) to each person who retursi$ &fter having an
